The Set

The Stage is divided in two ..

On one side there are Roads, buildings and lamp posts .This is the side of Material.

On the other side there are Fields, flowers and trees. This is the side of Nature.

All Material emotions are Male and the emotions on the side of Nature are Female. Each Characters Emotions are expressed in that Image. All Emotions must remain on their given side unless told else wise by Understanding.

Act One:
Scene One
Lady sits in meditative state with back to the audience.  Understanding stands in the middle of the stage in front of the lady.  Ignorance stands behind Understanding.
Ignorance: “Please Understanding, think about what you are doing.  To look inside one’s mind will surely lead to madness.”
Ignorance looks at the lady.
Ignorance:  “Let’s get back inside her head and forget that this ever happened.”

Understanding: “Oh Ignorance!  Think about whom it is you are speaking to?  This lady has realized me, and, in doing so has exposed you!  Your concern is fear for yourself.  Our master searches for the truth and you, my friend, do not want to hear it.”

Ignorance: “Truth!  Oh wake up, master, please.  Understanding will lead you to madness.  Let us back in before it’s too late.

Understanding: “It’s already too late Ignorance.  Our master is ready for me.  It is understanding she is calling for at this time in her life.  Look around at the life she has created.  A life thwart with dualism.  Our master seeks balance.  And it starts with you and I.”

Ignorance: “Balance!  You and I!  Oh Understanding, you are everything I am not.  You’re seeking the impossible.”

Understanding: “What have we to lose?  Our master cannot carry on the way she has been.  She has called on me and I will do everything in my power to help.  If nothing is to be gained then you will have your place with the master.  You will forget that any of this happened.”
Ignorance begins to smirk.
Ignorance: “Then let this be your time.  I’ll just stand here and do what I do best.  You’ll hear no more from me as I refuse to waste our master’s time.  I’ll leave that to you.  And good luck, my friend.  You’re going to need it.”

Understanding: “Thank you, Ignorance.  Let’s begin.  We have a lot to get through.  Now, master, can you please open your eyes?  I would like to welcome you to your mind.”

Lady: “Understanding!  What a pleasure to be in your presence .  I have waited so long for this.  You appear to me in a beautiful light, but, I can also see a darkness behind you.  What is that shadow that obscure’s your light?”

Understanding: “First of all, what a pleasure it is to stand in front of a truth seeker.  For sure that is what you have become, master.  Secondly, there are no shadows behind me.  We live within the duality of your mind.  We are but words that provoke feelings.  Look around at the world that you have created.  I am Understanding, and he who stands behind me is your ignorance.”

Lady: “Why is he here?  I do not wish to see him.  It is you, Understanding, I wish to see.  I thought  Ignorance had left me?

Ignorance: “How could I leave you?  How many times have I been there for you?  How can you let me go so easily?

Lady: “I cannot live with you any longer.  The time has surely come for you to leave me?”

Ignorance: “You don’t realize how much you do need me.  You talk of understanding, yet I am a part of her.  You cannot have one without the other.”
Ignorance looks at Understanding.
Ignorance: “You really have your work cut out for you.  Listen master.  I will speak no more.  I will let you have your time with my friend here.  I will also forgive your feelings that you have for me, and, I will let you seek for that which you seek.  I will be ready to return when you are ready to have me back.  This, I am sure, is only a matter of time.”

Lady: “Understanding, what must I do to banish him?”

Ignorance: “Banish Understanding and I will follow.”

Understanding: “I am going nowhere, Ignorance!  Not until our master has heard all I have to say.  I only ask that you are still master and let me live up to my name.”

Lady: “Without any interruptions from Ignorance?”

Ignorance: “You won’t hear a word from me.”

Understanding: “Then let’s begin.  As you can see around you, your world has been divided into two.  A material side and the side of nature.  You spent the first twenty years of your life on the material side and the next twenty on the side of nature.  Now, you sit before us with a yearning for inner peace.  I will try, with all my name, to help you gain this.”

Ignorance: “And I will be waiting when it all gets too much.”

Understanding: “Please, Ignorance!  It’s my time now.”
Ignorance moves his hand across his mouth.
Ignorance: “Sorry.  Zip.  You’ll hear no more from me.”
Understanding addresses the lady.
Understanding: “To attain peace you will first need the truth.”

Ignorance: “Or me! Depends on how you look at it.”

Understanding: “Ignorance!”

Ignorance: “Sorry. Not one more word.”

Understanding: “Close your eyes now master.  Relax, and let me welcome you to your mind.  As you drift back into meditation all your emotions will reveal themselves to you, one by one.  As you can see, your life is based on two aspects, a side of material, and, a side of nature.  You left the Western world to explore the Eastern world, and, now, sit before me as a seeker of truth.  From truth you seek peace.  I was born from your pain, and, ignorance came from your pleasure.  My job, as Ignorance has said, is a difficult one.  I must now find balance in your world of duality.  The pain you bore for me has awarded you with a rare insight into your mind.  You now have the ability to look at yourself from the outside in.  Your emotions will manifest and the debate will begin.  I only ask of your trust and to know that I am with you every step of the way.”

Ignorance: “Before I let Understanding continue, I would like to say that I am also with you master, and, if the time comes when Understanding fails you then I will return to your mind and we can forget that any of this ever happened.”

Ignorance and Understanding: “The choice is yours.”

Scene Two
Ignorance is camouflaged in the background.
Understanding: “Now we are ready to meet the first of the emotions.  On the side of material I would like to welcome Intelligence.”

Intelligence: “Greetings Understanding my dear friend.  I swear to do right by our master and by my name.”

Understanding: “Greetings Intelligence.  Our task is to help our master attain balance.  Are you with me?”

Intelligence: “As our master wishes.”

Understanding: “Then let’s bring out your partner on the side of nature, Common Sense.”

Common Sense: “My good friend Understanding, I have heard your task and would like you to know that you can depend on me.”

Understanding: “Then let’s begin.  Who would like to start?”

Intelligence: “As you know Understanding, I am well educated, and more than able to start this debate.”

Common Sense: “Here we go.”

Intelligence: “And what’s that supposed to mean?”

Common Sense: “My friend Intelligence here can overwhelm with words.  All words from other people’s ideals, may I add?  He will talk and talk and at the end the word democracy will be said.  Am I right, Intelligence?”

Intelligence: “Common Sense! We are not cave men.  We have the ability to converse and debate.  We are well adjusted human beings, and, we should all act accordingly.”

Common Sense: “I’m not sure we are.  In case you haven’t noticed, our master sits before us yearning for peace.  If we are all well adjusted human beings then why do we not dwell in a peaceful, balanced mind?”  Can your democracy ever achieve this?”

Intelligence: “Oh come on Common Sense!  Democracy is the education of the people and without it we would be no more than animals.”

Common Sense: “There he goes filling us with words that have no feeling.  He talks of education, and, if you ask me, that is what ruined him.  Chasing other people’s ideals makes him run around in circles like a chicken without a head.  Maybe one day he may wake up and actually think of something all by his self.”

Understanding: “Please let Intelligence speak.  I am here to keep this mind open.”

Common Sense: “I’m sorry. It’s just that I know Intelligence and it’s always his way or no way.  He seems to forget that we have choices.”

Intelligence: “My way!  It’s the way of the world.  You talk of choices yet it is through democracy and progress that these choices were made available.  I was born on the material side where choice is a good education, therefore a good job, more money and a good life.”

Common Sense: “Explain your meaning of a good life?”

Intelligence: “A nice house, a nice car, and, lots of nice holidays.  That’s a good life.”

Common Sense: “And what if our master does not see this as a good life?”

Intelligence: “I cannot think why.  This is what we are brought up to believe.”

Common Sense: “Our master has been educated.  We have had money, yet she is restless.  I fear she dreams of another life.  A life where money plays but a little part.  A life that looks to nature rather than material things.”

Intelligence: “You seem to forget that we tried that life you talk of, yet still our master sits before us looking for something else.”

Common Sense: “She has tried both lives, and, if you were listening Intelligence, you would know that she seeks only balance.”

Intelligence: “Well, I don’t see why we cannot pick up where we left off.  Before we went to the mountains.  We tried the simple life and it did not work.  Now let’s knuckle down in this material life to which we were born.  There is nothing stopping us from achieving the progress our material world offers.”

Common Sense: “This progress you speak of, you do not own.  It belongs to another and was not born of you.  It has been snatched from another’s mind.  No contentment or happiness can be found in another’s ideal.  I have a friend that can tell you all about this progress you speak of.”

Intelligence: “And I have a friend who lives by this progress.  Understanding, may I call Luxury to the debate?”

Common Sense: “And I would like to call my dear friend, Simplicity.”

Understanding: “Yes, of course.  Luxury and Simplicity, please join us at the opening of our master’s mind.”

Luxury: “Greetings, Understanding and hello Intelligence.  It’s always a pleasure.”

Simplicity: “I am honoured to meet you, Understanding, and, thank goodness you are on our side, Common Sense.”

Understanding: “There will be no talk of sides, Simplicity.  We are here for balance.  Now, we were talking of progress, and, I believe you have something to say on this subject, Simplicity.”

Simplicity: “Yes.  It is in the form of a poem that the master and I wrote before we set off to the mountains.”

Luxury: “May I just say that it was Simplicity who took master to the mountains and she was willing to leave me behind?”

Simplicity: “That is not true.  It was master’s choice to go to the mountains and there was a place for you.  It is not my fault that you chose to have no part in it.  Seek and you shall find.  So easily you forget these words.”

Luxury: “Oh, I was seeking alright.  I just wasn’t happy with what I found.  Having to labour for the basic necessities.  Even the need to relieve oneself was a daily struggle.  Where you saw nature, Simplicity, I only saw poverty.”

Simplicity: “Yet we spent twenty years seeking in your material world, and what did we find?  Over-indulgence and emptiness.  On your material side we were standing in a well of water yet we were still thirsty.”

Luxury: “At least it was clean water.”

Intelligence: “And Common Sense says I am the one who baffles with words.”

Common Sense: “At least Simplicity speaks with depth.”

Intelligence: “That’s debatable.”

Understanding: “Everything is debatable, that is why we are here.  Now, where were we?”

Common Sense: “We were at a point in our master’s life where intelligence and luxury were not enough to sustain her.  They were attainable, but not enough.  That’s when she wrote her poem with Simplicity.  It was a turning point in our life, and, it is what led us out of our material world into one of nature.”

Understanding: “Then let’s hear it!”

Simplicity: “Ok.  It’s called ‘In the Name of Progress’. 

“We used to tell the time by the Sun.

Sleep underneath the stars.

Nature’s blessings we had won.

The simple life was ours.

We passed our time so peacefully,

Buzzing on a natural high.

Angry and confused we would never be.

We’d climb mountains in the sky.

Then came civilization.

They said it was for the best.

It would bring us all salvation.

Progress being the way of the West.

We signed our name on the dotted line, 

Working for a weekly wage.

Their pay was more than yours, or mine,

Which made us fill with rage.

And what of this salvation?

A civilization that breeds greed and wealth.

Those without turn to crime

In this world obsessed with the self.

This moving forward, so they say

Really did us no favours.

We never found a better day.

You didn’t need to enslave us.”

Luxury: “Very one-sided wouldn’t you say, Simplicity?”

Simplicity: “It was our master’s choice of words.”

Intelligence: “I’m sure you helped.”

Common Sense: “What Simplicity is saying is that after twenty years in your material world there was obviously something more she yearned for.  You will just have to admit that intelligence and luxury were not enough for our master.”

Intelligence: “Just like common sense and simplicity were not enough?  I have just realized, Simplicity, that the traits we see in others are usually deep rooted within ourselves.”

Understanding: “This is not helping in our search for balance.”

Intelligence: “And may I say, Understanding, that you talk of balance yet stand alone? And not only do you stand alone but you stand in the middle.  Neither on the side of material or the side of nature.  How so?”

Understanding: “Thank you for your observation.  I stand in the middle as an instigator of balance.  I belong on both sides, yet when you know me I will be needed no more.  However, I do not stand alone.  If you look closely you will see that I don’t.  The emotion that is part of me stands right behind me yet he has the ability to blend in.  He watches but does not speak.”

Intelligence: “Yes, I see now.  He is like a statue.  But why is he so quiet?”

Understanding: “That is his way.  But don’t worry, he hears everything.”

Luxury: “That doesn’t seem fair.  What is his name, and what is his purpose?”

Understanding: “His name is Ignorance and his purpose is to ignore.  Ignorance is not interested in change.  He feels uncomfortable outside our master’s head.”

Luxury: “That makes two of us.”

Common Sense: “There must be more to him?  Why is he here if he cannot speak?”

Understanding: “Oh, he can speak alright, but Ignorance is not interested in our master’s search.  When all is said and done, when balance seems impossible, only then will he have his place with master.”

Luxury: “And what if we do not find balance?  What is to become of me?”

Simplicity: “See how Luxury turns ‘we’ into ‘me’?  She is becoming more like her friend, Selfish, every day.

Luxury: “Leave Selfish out of this.  He is not here to defend himself.”

Simplicity: “A good thing too.  Luxury and Selfish together? I am thankful for small mercies.  The only sad thing about Selfish leaving was that he took Kindness with him.”

Common Sense: “No, Simplicity. If you remember, it was Kindness that left in order for Selfish to follow.  Being cruel to be kind, as it were.”

Understanding: “You would all do well to remember this.  One emotion cannot leave without the other.”

Luxury: “You mean we can leave this debate and return to the master?”

Understanding: “Yes, you can return to your master as you are, by standing with Ignorance.”

Luxury: “Let me get this right.  If I want to leave this debate and return to our master, then I just have to stand with Ignorance?”

Understanding: “Only if Simplicity agrees to go with you.”

Simplicity: “No chance of that then.”

Understanding: “Let me make it perfectly clear.  If you return to our master through Ignorance, then in him you will remain.”

Intelligence: “So I can remain as Intelligence through Ignorance?”

Understanding: “Exactly.”

Intelligence: “II think I would rather remain as Intelligence through Understanding.”

Common Sense: “Well done, Intelligence.  You’re finally getting it.”

Understanding: “So we are all agreed.  You will all listen to me before we make any decisions regarding Ignorance?”

All: “Yes!”
Ignorance bows his head and remains silent.

Scene Three

 Understanding: “We have all been given an amazing opportunity to look at ourselves from the outside in.  By my name I will make the best of this situation.  I would like to introduce someone who can help with the summarizing of this debate, and someone who will probably undo it all.  Please welcome Clarity and Confusion.”

Clarity: “Hello my good friend, Understanding.  I thought my head was going to explode back there.  Pardon the pun.  I have so much to say and if it wasn’t for Patience back there, I would have joined you earlier.”

Understanding: “Then let’s have Patience, and, where’s Confusion?”

Patience: “Hello everyone.  Confusion is coming, he is with anxiety.  They have become very close so I suggest you call them both.”
Confusion and Anxiety enter with heads bowed.
Confusion: “I don’t like this.  We are doomed, Anxiety.  I really don’t think we fit in here.”

Anxiety: “Tell me about it.  I don’t think I’ve ever had so many panic attacks in one day.”

Patience: “Just take deep breaths, my friends, and remember we are all doing this together.”

Clarity: “What do you fear? This is a great opportunity we have been given.  We need to get everything out in the open and sort our master’s head out once and for all.”

Understanding: “We are all here to find balance, Clarity, and I think this is the perfect time to summarize.”

Clarity: “For sure.  It’s what I’m all about.  Now, where to start?”

Intelligence: “The beginning would be a good place.”

Clarity: “I see you haven’t lost your sense of humour.”

Confusion: “I want to join Ignorance.  I feel so out of place.”

Anxiety: “Me too.  Patience, where are you?  I need you next to me.”

Patience: “Calm down.  I am here.  I’m not going anywhere so just take some deep breaths, and don’t stand so close to Confusion.”

Confusion: “Cheers.  Nice to know who your friends are.”

Patience: “I didn’t mean anything by it.  I’m just thinking of Anxiety’s nervous state, that’s all.”

Confusion: “So now I make people nervous.  Thanks.”

Simplicity: “You’re like a chicken without a head, Confusion, running this way and that and never getting anywhere.”

Confusion: “The compliments keep coming.  Anyone else got anything they want to say about me?”

Understanding: “Enough now please.  We all have a name to bear, we are who we are.  Let’s not get too far away from what we want to achieve.  Now, Clarity, without further interruption, will you continue?”

Clarity: “Of course.  Our master sits before us and looks for peace within her mind.  As you can see, we have lived and created a life with two sides.  Our master seems to have acknowledged that the material side is negative and the nature side is positive.

Intelligence: “You would say that considering the side you now stand.”

Clarity: “It’s the way I see it,”

Confusion: “Believe me, we have been negative and positive on both sides.”

Simplicity: “I believe we were happier in nature.”

Intelligence: “We got bored in nature.  Why do you think we came back?”

Simplicity: “We came back because of you lot over there.  Always nagging our master to return to your material life.  Forever thinking you were missing out on something.  Peace was attainable in the mountains.”

Intelligence: “For you, maybe.  But for many of us, your peace became our boredom.  I remember the time well. Our master was twenty three years old and Simplicity had completely taken over.”

Anxiety: “I remember it well, too.  Our master had achieved what she had wanted.  We were completely self sufficient.  Lived in an ashram, grew our own food.  We even had a cow that gave us milk.  Although we seemed at peace, I must confess that I was restless.  I was forever questioning our master.  Were we to pass the next fifty years in solitude.  Life is not a movie.  It lasts a lot longer than a couple of hours.  Yes, I became restless.”

Simplicity: “Yes.  And because you were restless you had to spoil everything.  Why couldn’t you have left us in peace?”

Common Sense: “Come on.  If master had peace, why was Anxiety there?”

Anxiety: “Thanks.  I’m fed up of getting the blame for who I am.  None of you have an idea of what it’s like to be me.”

Confusion: “I know what you are going through.  I’m usually the one who gets it.”

Patience: “We will not blame each other.  We are all in this together and we will support each other.”

Simplicity: “I’m sorry.  Patience is right.  We are in this together. I got carried away.”

Intelligence: “Not the first time, eh?  I mean, that poem you recited didn’t show much support for Confusion, or Anger, for that matter.”

Simplicity: “Ok. Point taken.”

Understanding: “The point is that we are all a part of our master and we all want what’s best for her.  On that we are all agreed. Clarity, please continue.”

Clarity: “Our master grew up in a material world and dreamed of living in a world of nature.  Her family were not wealthy and the way forward in this material world, as Intelligence said, is education.  Through education one would gain intelligence and therefore have the means to make money, for money has the upmost importance in a material world.  Attaining intelligence, our master also attained luxury.  However, simplicity and common sense was also a part of our master and the balance became somewhat disturbed.  They wanted different things.  Intelligence wanted luxury and common sense wanted simplicity.  Intelligence had his way and slowly luxury was attained, yet along with luxury came selfish and greed.  Our master could not get on with selfish, and refused to acknowledge greed.  It was then that she followed the advice of Common Sense and Simplicity.  It was decided that although balance could not be attained in the material world, we may find it in nature.  But as with Intelligence and Luxury, Common Sense and Simplicity also had some unwelcome friends.  Solitude and Loneliness were not to our master’s liking.  Balance was not attained in nature.  So here we are surrounded by two different environments, and, emotions that choose the side that suits them best.”

Understanding: “Well, well.  I don’t think I could have explained it any better myself.  You certainly live up to your name.”

Confusion: “Well you certainly live up to your name, Understanding, because I don’t get it.  You’ve lost me, Clarity”

Clarity: “Well that’s not too hard, Confusion.  You do not have the ability to stop, think, and look outside of a situation.  You are too busy running around in the middle of it all!”

Confusion: “You have just spent all that time talking about sides and now I am stuck in the middle.  And they call me Confusion!”
They all laugh
Anxiety: “Well said Confusion.  It can’t all be understanding and clarity, otherwise we would not be here.  Balance is about equality and fairness and I’m not feeling either.”

Patience: “That’s why we are here.  We have been given an opportunity to find that balance.  Once we find it, our master will gain inner peace.”

Luxury: “And what will we gain?”

Understanding: “You will have the pleasure of dwelling in a peaceful balanced mind.”

Common Sense: “Before we can all dwell in this peaceful balanced mind there is something we all must know and believe.  Something which has been debated and searched for since time began.”

Intelligence: “The truth.”

Common Sense: “Exactly.”

Scene Four

Understanding: “We have just heard Common Sense and Intelligence actually agree on something.  The unattainable seems to be attainable.  I’m finally getting somewhere.”
There is a loud noise and a character charges onto the stage and joins the Material side and begins to shout
Anger: “The unattainable becoming the attainable? I’ve never heard so much shit in my life!”

Understanding: “Calm down Anger.  This is a debate, not an argument.  Where is Compassion?”
Compassion joins the side of Nature
Compassion: “I tried to stop him.  He never listens to me.”

Anger: “Shut it, Compassion. I’m fed up of listening to you.  Where has it ever got us?”

Compassion: “Where would we be if I let you run the show?”

Anger: “A better place than we are now, that’s for sure.”

Compassion: “I very much doubt it.  We need each other and you know it.”

Anger: “Yes, you are right Compassion.  I do need you.  I need you to join me now so we can get back into our master’s head through ignorance.”

Compassion: “You don’t mean that, Anger.  There is talk of truth and I know you want to hear it before we return to our master.2

Anger: “The truth!  The truth about what, exactly?”

Common Sense: “The truth about our existence.”

Anger: “Let me tell you about our existence and the truth we have created on these two sides.  The truth on this Material side is down to scientific proof, we search for logic.  The truth on the side of Nature is down to spirituality, you search for faith.  On the material side we ask questions while we surround ourselves with material things.  On the side of Nature, you ask questions while denying yourselves material things.  In nature they would have us believe that our faith will secure us a place in heaven.  In material we can purchase a plot of land on Mars, if the price is right.  How can we talk of truth in these times?”

Luxury: “Apparently, if we listen to Understanding and find balance, we will find the truth.  However, there is a choice.  If we refuse to listen to Understanding we can get back to our master through Ignorance.”

Anger: “And what if I refuse to listen to either?”

Understanding: “Then you refuse to exist, which means Compassion will also go.”

Compassion: “That’s not going to happen, Anger, and you know it.”

Anger: “All I know is that I’m fed up.  You all talk of truth, yet you have no idea of what truth is.  You talk of balance, Understanding, yet look around you.  I have been with master on both sides of the world that she has created.  Our master’s mind is open, hence the situation you are in now.  To understand or to ignore, that is the choice. Am I right?”

Understanding: “Yes, Anger.  But I caution you.  Be aware when you speak of truth.”

Anger: “Caution I need not, Understanding. I, like the rest of us am born from truth.  For without truth I would not exist.”

Understanding: “Then forgive me, Anger.”

Anger: “You are forgiven, Understanding.  Yet I would like to point out that if you are prone to assumptions then what chance has our master got.  If I am right in the acknowledgement that our master wants inner peace, then where will I fit in?  I am not known for my peace, yet I am known for my actions in striving for it.”

Intelligence: “Yes.  Come to think of it, if our master finds inner peace, will there be a place for any of us?”

Anxiety: “I’ll be the first to go, for sure.”

Patience: “Then if you go, I will also go.  Please have more faith in Understanding. I know I do.”

Understanding:  “You have my gratitude for your belief in me.  But, yes, for master to find inner peace then things will have to change.  If you abide by me you will return to your master, but not as you are now.”

Confusion: “Then who will I be?”

Luxury: “It’s a trick, can’t you see?  There was so many of us before.  Rage, Vanity, Lust, Charity, Kindness, Selfishness, and Greed to name but a few.  Understanding is attempting to empty master’s head until there is nothing left.  That’s the only way I see her gaining peace.  If we all join Ignorance we will all save ourselves.
Again, Ignorance acknowledges Luxury
Simplicity: “See how material influences have got you.  Always ready to blame others for your own misfortunes.  You remember emotions like rage, lust and greed, yet what of trust in your material world?  This emotion is hard to find there.  Understanding only wants what is better for our master yet you are so willing to put your negative thoughts through and blame the good for the bad.  If we go through Ignorance, what is to become of our master?”

Intelligence: “Nothing changes, Simplicity, we carry on as we did before.”

Common Sense: “It took a lot of courage for our master to give us this opportunity.  I will put my faith in Understanding.  That is what our master wishes and I will see this through to the end.”

Intelligence: “It is not in my name to join Ignorance, so I am also with Understanding.”

Patience: “You will always have my support, Understanding.  I do not know any other way.”

Anxiety: “I will go where Patience goes.  I know I cannot survive without her.”

Simplicity: “I think we are all ready for the truth now, Understanding.”

Confusion: “Speak for yourself Simplicity!  All I hear is talk of sides and disagreements.  How will we gain balance in all this duality.  And now you talk of truth!  I’m already trying to get my head around what’s been said today.  I mean, when all is said and done, do we actually need to hear the truth?  Do we actually care why we are here and the reasons why?  I’m tempted to join Ignorance and forget that any of this ever happened.”

Clarity: “Oh, Confusion.  We are here for a reason. It would be so easy to join Ignorance and all carry on like nothing ever happened, but what will that achieve.  We will all be with our master through Ignorance never knowing what could have been.  Our mind will become a prison and we will leave without ever knowing truth.  Ignorance will prevail, and what will become of us.  Ignorance will lead to a robotic future and there will be no place for us feelings.  We will become figments of the imagination.”

Compassion: “We will not leave our master in Ignorance, we all know that.  So many have come and gone before us and only we are left.  It will be up to us to help our master in her quest.  There will be no more talk of joining Ignorance!”

Simplicity: “I feel the same, Compassion.  We are our master and we will seek what she seeks.”

Common Sense: “Finally.”

Patience: “This is where it gets difficult.  Our friends on the side of the material have lived a life through fear and control whereas we have lived a life through freedom and isolation.  The material side has become attached whereas the side of nature has always been detached.”

Intelligence: “Yet we are all in this together?  I’m not sure how I feel now.”

Confusion: “Welcome to my world.”

Anxiety: “Yeah, welcome to the dark side.”

Simplicity: “Now do you see why I thought we’d be better off in nature?”

Luxury: “You mean you would be better off!”

Simplicity: “Not at all.  There is a place for all of us in nature.  We would be better off there and I’m sure we would find peace.”

Intelligence: “What about the truth?”

Simplicity: “Its peace our master wants and she will find it in nature.”

Common Sense: “How can there be peace without truth?”

Luxury: “Well then, let’s have the truth.  Then we can all return to our mind.”

Understanding: “The truth is for you to find.  She dwells within each and every one of you.  It is not my place to speak of her.”

Confusion: “Well that’s me out then!”

Clarity: “Stop being so hard on yourself, Confusion.  I will always be by your side.  I’m sure we’ll get through this together.”

Confusion: “Thank you, Clarity.  I’ve never seen it that way before.”

Anger: “Yes.  I think we are all starting to realise the significance of our friend, Understanding, here.  You have a very calming effect on me.”

Compassion: “Yes, Anger.  This calming effect is very becoming of you.”

Anger: “Don’t take the piss, Compassion, I’m not ready to throw myself at your feet any time soon.”

Understanding: “Finally.  You are all getting it.  You are all starting to realize why I am here.  I possess no hidden agenda or self-gain in this quest.  My quest is simple – to help master dwell in a peaceful, balanced mind.  This is what I want for all.”


Luxury: “I’m still drawn to Ignorance.”

Simplicity: “Why is that, Luxury?”

Luxury: “I’ve had this horrible feeling that when the truth is revealed there will be no place for me.”

Simplicity: “If that’s the case then there will be no place for me.  I cannot believe this.  I need you to have more faith in me.  You always run from me like we are enemies, yet we are different sides of the same coin.  Selfish is not here anymore yet I feel he is still very much a part of you.”

Luxury: “We were very close, you know.”

Simplicity: “I know and I am sorry for your loss but we are all here now and we need to work together.  Without balance we will never know truth and without truth we will not know peace.  I thank you Understanding and Clarity for helping me acknowledge this.”

Luxury: “Intelligence!  I feel you have a lot to answer for.”

Intelligence: “And what’s that supposed to mean?”

Luxury: “You were the one who told Selfish to look out for me.  It was you who defined me.  ‘Surround yourself with material things’ you said. ‘That’s where happiness is’ you said.  You had me believe money was happiness.  Now, with all that I’ve heard today I’m not sure what I believe anymore.”

Intelligence: “You cannot blame me, Luxury.  We are all part of one mind and we have all lived in accordance to our master’s circumstances.  I grew up in a material world and believed that the way to fulfil my expectations was to educate the mind so we could be the best we could be.”

Common Sense: “I think that’s where the problem was.  You only ever saw one side of the coin.  You were so obsessed with the material side you never gave nature a chance.  You thought there was no place for you in nature yet we would never have survived it without you.  You were just as important in nature as you were in your material world.  You just haven’t realized it yet.”

Intelligence: “And you have known this all along?”

Common Sense: “Not exactly.  But I think I’m starting to realize it now, and I think you are too.  We could work so well together if only we could find balance.”

Anger: “Welcome to my world.  In my name I have known all this.  I was there when master was doing well in the material world and as ever, Greed materialized and master knew her future could not lie here.  It, honestly, made us sick.  We were all standing in a well of water and we were still thirsty.  You were born into this material world, Intelligence, and you created Luxury on these morals.  Thankfully, our master’s dislike of greed sent us to check out the side of nature.  And I was there when master was doing well in nature.  Simplicity, you were also blinded by this side, although your intentions were deemed good. You introduced master to solitude.  Yes, just as fear and control were found on the material side, freedom and solitude were found in nature.  As with greed, solitude did not sit well with master.  So here we are looking for balance in two different worlds.  Where do we go with this?”

Understanding: “You have come to me.  It is the reason why I am here.  I cannot be called to anyone with greed in their life.  And for a person in solitude I will not be heard.”

Intelligence: “If master refuses to acknowledge greed the she also refuses to acknowledge charity.”

Common Sense: “Charity feeds greed, Intelligence!”

Confusion: “Enough!  Look at Anxiety.  I think he’s having a panic attack.”

Patience: “Understanding, I will go to him.  It’s okay, Anxiety.  Just take deep breaths.”
Patience goes to Anxiety to comfort him
Anxiety: “It’s all getting a bit deep, my mind is spinning.”

Confusion: “Clarity, help him.”

Clarity: “Confusion, is that you asking for my help? Well, well.  We are starting to come together.”

Confusion: “Just say something to calm him down, will you?”

Clarity: “You mean the way I calm you down, Confusion?”

Confusion: “Just do it!”
Patience returns to her side and Clarity addresses Confusion
Clarity: “Anxiety, don’t worry.  Nothing bad is going to happen to you.  You are not in master’s mind now.  You are out here with us.  You cannot cause her any harm.  Look how calm she sits.”

Anxiety: “Yes, but what happens when we do go back?  I don’t get on with master as well as you others.”

Confusion: “She’s not my best friend either.”

Understanding: “Now do you see what opportunities we have here? If we find balance, we all dwell in a peaceful mind.  If you follow Ignorance you will find only greed or solitude.”

Anger: “Well, I don’t know about the others but I want change.  Neither side suits me.”

Compassion: “I’m with Anger on that.  Our master wishes for peace and we all should do everything we can to help her.”

Simplicity: “Understanding, whatever it is your doing, I think it’s working.  We are actually agreeing with each other.”

Luxury: “I wouldn’t go that far, Simplicity.  I’m not ready to run into your arms yet.”

Understanding: “This is not about who’s wrong and who’s right. This is about finding the truth.  Change will begin when we acknowledge this.”

Intelligence: “The truth!  Now what actually is the truth?  Is it out there?  Is it reflected we live in today?”

Anger: “You can’t find the truth out there.  The truth in the material world means making money and surrounding yourself with the things you don’t particularly need.  And now it seems that the truth for the people on nature’s side is to aspire to be like the people making money so they can have all the things they do not need.  Oh, the irony!  Makes me live up to my name.”

Simplicity: “That’s a bit of a grim outlook.”

Anger: “Yeah?  Well the truth hurts.”

Clarity: “I don’t think anyone can explain truth’s meaning, not even me.  It’s more of a feeling, a universal language that is not spoken.”

Confusion: “This just gets better.”
Lights out
ACT TWO:
Scene One
Lights on, all characters in place
Understanding: “Now is the time for truth.  You will all now know what must be done in order for master to find peace.  Everything must be born of something and I would like you all to meet Hope and Despair.  Hope and Despair, welcome to the opening of your mind.”
Hope joins the side of nature, Despair joins the side of the material
Despair: “I come here today for peace of mind.  It is the truth we seek and my truth is this.  The world is a very dark place in these times.  Our master has gone to extraordinary lengths to be here today, leaving both worlds to seek peace and truth.  I told her it was pointless.  Nobody is interested in the truth she seeks.  We seem to live in a world where the truth has become meaningless.  The truth on the material side is, indeed, greed.  I’m surprised they haven’t gift wrapped it and put it up for sale.  And the truth on nature’s side is, indeed, solitude, for to find truth in nature one has to go inside one’s self, and to know one’s self completely one must cut one’s self off from everything else.  Material creates leaders who rule others and lay down laws.  Nature is to know one’s self and control one’s self.  My name is Despair and this is what I see.  Overindulged people who take no responsibility for their actions, yet who feel they have the right to be.  Self obsession is their only interest.  They have lost the sight of truth.  Nature’s side has also forgotten its way.  Instead of contentment, we have envy.  People who live in nature dream of a material life.  Remember life in the mountains?  We saw local women turning to Western medicines, taking antibiotics, when the roots they had used for centuries had been fine.  Simplicity, you ask why we left the mountains?  I will tell you why. We could no longer sit back helpless and watch as greed reared its ugly head in the innocence of nature.  We search for balance in an unbalanced world, my friends, and this is what I am made from.  The positive force that is nature is now blinded by material, in the name of progress.  Love your poem, by the way, Simplicity.”

Simplicity: “Thanks.”

Hope: “The words spoken by Despair are indeed grim yet by my name I welcome Understanding to you, Despair.  All is not lost for our master is here, just as I knew she would be.  You would all do well to have more faith in her.  Many years have passed and like so many before us, the option to join Ignorance is all too tempting.  I am proud of my master for not taking this option.  Surely we have come too far to turn back now?  We had the chance to make a society where truth was its foundations.  A society that Plato had talked about over two thousand years ago.  Temptation came with the intelligence of the Romans and materialism was born.  No longer was man satisfied in nature, the human condition seemed to want more, surely this was the birth of greed.  In my name I want change, for surely change is the only way to unite us all and start out again in Nature.  This is the shift that is needed to the world of greed and the people who worship it, for worship it they do!  Corporate greed on the material side has unbalanced the world, yet rather than admit it, they breed fear and control into their people.  How easy it is to love, yet this is so easily forgotten.  Thank you Understanding for this opportunity you have given us all.  For now myself and Despair know what must be done.  We have found out who we are and we are ready for change.  Come Despair, let us leave these friends with Understanding.  We will be back and we will dwell in a peaceful mind.
Hope and Despair leave the stage
Intelligence: “How will they change?”

Understanding: “Hope and Despair have sacrificed themselves for the greater good.”

Compassion: “They have left for truth.”

Understanding: “That’s right, Compassion.  The next time we see them they will be our truth.”

Intelligence: “So this is your way, Understanding?  Two become one?  Myself and Common Sense must do as Hope and Despair have done?  Have I right?”

Understanding: “Yes, you are right, Intelligence.”
Pause.  Ignorance steps forward
Ignorance: “I have held my tongue long enough now.  Understanding, you have dominated everyone with your words.  Now it is my turn.  I can’t believe how easily you have all succumbed to her.  Ready to give yourself up, lose sight of whom you are.  And for what?  A greater good?  What greater good?  Who says it’s going to end in greed or solitude?  You need to lighten up, Understanding!  All this seriousness.  Why can’t we live our life with all its variety?  What is wrong with feeling up and then down?  Being in a dark place and then finding the light?  This is life.  Just as Anxiety says, life is not a movie.  It lasts a lot longer than a couple of hours.  We need to pass time. If Hope and Despair become truth, what then?  Why do we need truth?  We are living a good life.  Why give it up?  Be you.  Be yourself through me.  In life you will always find praise and you will always find blame yet through me you will find bliss.  We can make money and go wherever we please.  Luxury, we can live your life to the full and be whatever you aspire to be.  Intelligence, let’s see how much you can achieve.  Patience, Simplicity, Common Sense, you are also needed in the material world.  There is a place for all of you.  Stop this nonsense and let us return to our master before you lose yourselves completely.”

Luxury: “Let’s go, Simplicity, before it’s too late.”

Simplicity: “Ignorance, we are already lost.  That is the reason why we are here.  I see it for what it is.  For sure Ignorance has bliss on his side.  For many are the years that I have believed in myself.  I have fought a bitter battle, and although I am accused of only looking out for myself, I beg to differ.  It has been for the greater good of us all.  I believe in nature for to believe in material in mot in my name.  The truth has always been in sight yet we are distracted by man- made ideals.  I am not a sheep and I will not follow.  I have believed in a higher power all my life, yet now I have to watch our master struggle to pay for nature’s given right, water!  Now packaged on the material side and sold at a price!  I have become tired, so really tired.”

Ignorance: “I feel your pain, Simplicity.  I have a place for you.  I will protect you.  I will protect you and your simple soul.  You need rest, Simplicity, and I urge you to rest your head on my shoulder.  I will carry you all.  Come now, let’s go, our master awaits.”
All look ready to leave when Truth enters
Truth: “We do not hear you, Ignorance.  From Hope and Despair I came and as Truth I stand before you.  Ignorance, your time is over.  I am Truth and I know what must be done.  My friends, I hope you are ready for I cannot express how wonderful I feel.  If Ignorance is bliss then what is Understanding?  For through Understanding I am beyond bliss.  I have a sense of completeness that Ignorance could never give.  Put your trust in Understanding.  I am your truth and I cannot let you be fooled anymore.  Now who would like to go first?”

Ignorance: “Now just hang on one minute!  Who are you to put yourself on these emotions?  Let them decide for themselves.”

Patience: “I have waited in my name for this time.  My life, and that of Anxiety’s, has been waiting for this moment.  Oh, Truth, I have supported Anxiety in the time of your absence and him, me.  Come Anxiety, let us go with Truth.”

Anxiety: “I go where you go, Patience.  I only hope Truth has a place for me.”

Truth: “Patience, your discipline is admirable and I thank Anxiety for keeping you on your toes.  You have always been there for one another in times of light, and dark.  With your trust in Understanding you will leave us and return as your true self.  You have earned your place as Virtue, and you will dwell in a peaceful, balanced mind.”
Patience and Anxiety embrace and leave the stage
Ignorance: “I urge the rest of you to leave through me before its too late.  We must get back before she loses sight of everything.”

Truth: “Give it up, Ignorance.  Anxiety and Patience have become Virtue.  I see only good in this.  What is you want, Ignorance?  Your time with master is now over.  Look around at what you have created.  You were born from materialistic negativity.  You are the dark force that came and conquered, you turned tribes from their natural civilization into the material ones that you created.  You took tribal ideas and put your words on them.  You stole their way of life and called it democracy.  You crushed these simple beings until they knew not who they were anymore.  Now look at the life you have created.  Life in the fast lane and while you are running your life becomes a blur.  You didn’t even see it happening.  Bitterness will surely grow in your age.  And what is this life you want to go back to, Ignorance?  What is to become of the future in this material world?  What is to become of later generations? I dread to think!  Your material world has become a paradox, a hypocritical ideal.  A world where memories are clouded with nostalgia and melancholy is awarded for your progress.  Dreaming of times before.  Over-indulged yet dreaming of simpler times.  The material side is not a side to prevail, only sad endings I see.  And nature’s side, I come to you.  Less harsh I surely will be for I, as everything, am born of you, yet you have created the coin that bears two sides.  Our material ancestors are from you only.  Why was it not enough to just be?  Your restlessness has created your curse, Ignorance.  Your time is over.  I am Truth and it is time for change.”
Pause
Compassion: “Surely, Anger, we are ready now? I am drawn to Truth as if she were a part of me.  Surely you feel it too?”

Anger: “Yes, I feel her.  I hear her too.  My own side would have us believe that we don’t really exist. That’s how robotic we are becoming.”

Compassion: “Oh Anger, how could we not exist.  We are here aren’t we?”

Anger: “Yes, but sometimes, in the future, if things carry on the way they are going, we won’t exist.  We will be figments of the imagination.  To know this all we have to do is look at the younger generation.  Rather than express emotions they turn us into three letter words!”

Compassion: “Anger, what a grim outlook you have.  I can’t bear to hear you talk like this.  What must we do?  Surely the time has come to follow Truth.”

Anger: “One thing is for sure.  We will not join Ignorance.  I have learned something today through Understanding.  Compassion, I now know what you mean to me.  You are the air that I breathe and you are my reason for being, and if we were to go on being after this life, I would have you with me.  Compassion, my constant companion.”

Compassion: “All our lives I have known this.  I always knew that you knew it and I have been waiting for this time.  Now I realise who we are.  Come to think of it, it could only have ever been this way.  Anger, we are Love and I think we are ready.”

Anger: “Well, what are we waiting for then?”
Anger and Compassion embrace and leave
Ignorance: “I’m getting bored now.  Am I to watch you all leave with no hope of ever returning to my master?”

Understanding: “Yes Ignorance.  It’s only a matter of time.  Admit defeat, my friend.  I will prevail.”

Confusion: “But what of me, Understanding?  Is there a place for me with Truth?”

Ignorance: “You belong with me, Confusion.  Surely you know that?”

Clarity: “Then you take me Ignorance!  In my name I know this will never happen.  I know you too well.  Confusion, your place has always been with me.  Without you I have no name.”

Confusion: “Oh, Clarity, the yin to my yang.  All our lives I have felt a burden upon you.”

Clarity: “You’re the reason that keeps me going.  Surely we will pass through Understanding a lot wiser than when we came?”

Truth: “And there you have it, Clarity.  You have found that which you are to be.”

Confusion: “Wisdom!  Oh, Clarity we are to become Wisdom together.  Who would have thought it, eh?  Me, wise!  It’s a dream come true.  Lt us go Clarity and when we come back I hope the world is ready for us.”

Clarity: “Alright, Confusion, calm down!”
They embrace and leave
Understanding: “I have heard a lot here today, Intelligence.  It has been mind opening for sure.  However, I also believe that you believe in me.  Please speak of your feelings.”

Intelligence: “I have been too focused on this material side to speak of feelings.  Although I feel no more for it.  My feelings are with Common Sense.  (Addresses Common Sense)  I have only realized what you have known all along.”

Common Sense: “I have always known that we could have been good together.  Intelligence, don’t be too hard on yourself.  You were only following rules.  You only wanted to do right by our master.  You did not make the rules, the establishment did.  It’s new beginnings we need in these times.  Imagine what we can achieve through Truth.”

Intelligence: “Yes, I have ridiculed your simple ideals and in doing so I have spun webs of deceit.  How will you ever forgive me?”

Common Sense: “What is there to forgive? I have always believed in you and have admired you from afar.”

Intelligence: “You, admiring me?  I never would have believed this.  I always assumed I annoyed you.  I took your simple ideals and I dressed them up for the material world.  Now I see that if we had worked together who knows what we could have achieved.”

Common Sense: “Well now that time is here.  For together and with Truth, there will be no more sides.  This time we will come together through righteousness. You see, common sense plus intelligence equals knowledge. Our master shall know us as Knowledge, Intelligence.  How do you feel about that?”

Intelligence: “Simple and perfect.  Thank you Common Sense for always being there.  And thank you Understanding for helping us find one another.  My material ideals I change for the truth.”

Common Sense: “Now it is time.  Let us leave together.”
They embrace and leave
Ignorance: “Luxury, surely you see no place in this?”

Truth: “Think about it, Luxury.  You were created for the material side.  Simplicity had a place for you yet you could not imagine her in yours. We wait on your decision but I must warn you, if you leave with Ignorance and Simplicity joins you, the cycle will happen again.”

Simplicity: “All my life I have known this.  Common Sense has taught me everything I know.  I see this never ending cycle and it kills me.  I’m tired of forever trying to prove my point.  Truth, I have waited for you for a long time and I am honoured that you are here.  Still, I wonder whether it’s too late.  Like I said, I am really tired.  I have always felt like the innocent child for master. The one full of hope and good wishes.  Always looking for the good in everything.  Now I feel that child needs to grow up.”

Luxury: “Simplicity!  That innocent child is who you are.  You are honest and full of goodness and that’s something to be proud of.  I won’t let you give up or grow up or be tired! You never gave up on me!  I am with you and we will put our faith in Truth and Understanding.  I am sorry, Ignorance, but I cannot live in that shallow world you talk of.  Our master deserves better.”

Truth: “Simplicity, you are my life and Luxury is what I get from it.  You are master’s comfort.  Now leave through Understanding and return to me.”

Luxury: “Comfort?  I can live with that.”

Simplicity: “I have waited a long time to embrace you, Luxury.  We have been so distant and I have longed to hold you in my arms.
They embrace a while and leave
SCENE TWO
Ignorance: “Victory is yours, it seems, Understanding.  You will do well to remember that when I leave you leave with me.”

Understanding: “When my work is done here there will be no reason to remain.  I will be always one step behind you, Ignorance, don’t you worry about that.  Well Truth we have the last two emotions to welcome and they have been waiting a long time for this.  Joy and Sorrow please join us.”
Joy walks to Nature and Sorrow to Material
Sorrow: “Now is the time to look amongst the place of my creation.  Today will be the last.  I have waited so long to join you Joy.  Too long have I suffered.  I will suffer no more.  Alone I have dwelt in our master’s heart without you.”

Joy: “I have watched you, Sorrow.  Alone in our master’s heart. Oh how I wanted to reach out and embrace you yet master would not acknowledge me.  Now I see why.  Long were her years of suffering to reach this point only. Understanding and Truth, you are finally here together.  Now our time is also here.”

Truth: “Now you will embrace. When Joy and Sorrow embrace our master shall know peace.  Let us leave together while Understanding wakes our master.”
Joy and Sorrow embrace

Truth, Joy and Sorrow leave
Ignorance: “You may have won over this lady’s mind yet she awakes to the same world.”

Understanding: “Oh Ignorance, you really live up to your name.  When master awakes her life will be enlightened.  Knowledge, Wisdom, Virtue, Comfort, Love, Peace and Truth will be there to guide her.  How will the world be the same?  To all that follow you, Ignorance, I say that this one enlightened mind will crush them all.”

Ignorance: “Do as you please, Understanding.  Just hurry up will you, I’m cold and in need of a mind to dwell in.”

Understanding: “My work here is nearly done.  A mind you will dwell in shortly and don’t worry, I will be right on your heels.”

Ignorance: “I will bask in your glory no more.  I shall go now and hopefully find a mind that is not hungry for the truth.”

Understanding: “Go then, I will follow and do not worry as to whose mind you dwell, I am always up for a challenge.”

SCENE THREE

Understanding:  “Emotions, I call you.  You have done as wished now two have become one.  Join me and let me return you to your master.”
All enter and join Understanding
Knowledge: “From material we came

With Nature deep inside

Understanding: “Yet master, it was you who found me!  You will always know me and I will always be a part of you.  Yet my work is with Ignorance.  What point would it be to stay with someone who knows me so well?  Give another a chance to know me, my memory will live on in you.”

Lady: “And what a memory it is.  Oh Understanding, for sure I will miss you.  Yet how could I forget you.  I have found the inner truth that I sought and now my mind is at peace.  Your work is needed in the world today and I will keep you no more.  I just want to say thank you.  I have found balance in this world and it matters not which side I am on.  Life for me was a two sided coin and I found materialism on one side and nature on the other.  The choice was not to choose, instead I sought balance, for change must start within.  And surely this is the time for change, people are ready for change.  Running this way and that way and trying to make a stand against greed.  You can occupy Wall Street and you can be a part of the effect but until you occupy your mind you will also be the cause.  This you have taught me, Understanding.  One needs to occupy one’s mind, get to know, love and respect one’s emotions.  For to feel is to be.  To know yourself is to know the truth.  I will trust in this truth and I will dwell in a peaceful mind.  I will now pass my time in peace with knowledge as my teacher and wisdom my reward.  I will live with virtue as my way and comfort will follow.  Truth and peace shall guide me and I shall know love.  Now you must leave Understanding, for the world needs to know you.  You will be forever in my heart and I will live by you till the end.”
Lady embraces Understanding and leaves.  Understanding prepares to leave the stage when a character runs on
Understanding: “Ah, Discovery, my friend.  What’s the hurry?”

Discovery (panting): “Your friend Ignorance has found someone’s mind to dwell and my friend Obscurity jumped right in there after him!  Hurry, we must move fast before the poor soul is dragged into darkness!”

Understanding and Discovery run off.
